I'll continue reporting. | may need to talk to more people like you to learn more about this story
or dive into data or public records. | may even need to follow up with you! If I do, I'll reach out.

We'll write and edit. I'll take the information | learned and form a news article. An editor and |

will check it for any errors and make sure it's ready to go. Some sources or quotes may not make
itinto the final version, often because of space or time.

The story will be shared. Once it's ready, the story will be published on our website alongside
any relevant photos.
